
Messianic Prophecy— Zechariah 

Zechariah 3:8-10 

" 'Now listen, Joshua the high priest, you and your friends who are sitting in front of you-- indeed they are men who 

are a symbol, for behold, I am going to bring in My servant the Branch. 9 'For behold, the stone that I have set 

before Joshua; on one stone are seven eyes. Behold, I will engrave an inscription on it,' declares the LORD of hosts, 

'and I will remove the iniquity of that land in one day. 10 'In that day,' declares the LORD of hosts, 'every one of you 

will invite his neighbor to sit under his vine and under his fig tree.'" (NASB) 

• The Messiah will be used by the LORD to remove sin in one day 

• The Messiah will bring in peace and prosperity 

 

Zechariah 6:9-15 

"The word of the LORD also came to me, saying, 10 "Take an offering from the exiles, from Heldai, Tobijah and 

Jedaiah; and you go the same day and enter the house of Josiah the son of Zephaniah, where they have arrived from 

Babylon. 11 "Take silver and gold, make an ornate crown and set it on the head of Joshua the son of Jehozadak, the 

high priest. 12 "Then say to him, 'Thus says the LORD of hosts, "Behold, a man whose name is Branch, for He will 

branch out from where He is; and He will build the temple of the LORD. 13 "Yes, it is He who will build the temple of 

the LORD, and He who will bear the honor and sit and rule on His throne. Thus, He will be a priest on His throne, and 

the counsel of peace will be between the two offices."' 14 "Now the crown will become a reminder in the temple of 

the LORD to Helem, Tobijah, Jedaiah and Hen the son of Zephaniah. 15 "Those who are far off will come and build 

the temple of the LORD." Then you will know that the LORD of hosts has sent me to you. And it will take place if you 

completely obey the LORD your God." (NASB) 

• The Messiah will be named Branch 

• The Messiah will be both a priest and a king (cf. Hebrews 7:1-28; Psalm 110:1-4) 

 

Zechariah 9:9-10 

" "Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout in triumph, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your king is coming to 

you; He is just and endowed with salvation, Humble, and mounted on a donkey, Even on a colt, the foal of a donkey. 

10 I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim And the horse from Jerusalem; And the bow of war will be cut off. And He 

will speak peace to the nations; And His dominion will be from sea to sea, And from the River to the ends of the 

earth."  (NASB) 

• The Messiah will be a king who is righteous (just) and a savior (LXX) 

• The Messiah will enter Jerusalem on a donkey (Matthew 21:2-7; John 12:12-15) 

• The Messiah will remove the chariot, horse, and bow and bring in peace from sea to sea to the ends of the earth 

 

Zechariah 11:1-17 

" " Open your doors, O Lebanon, That a fire may feed on your cedars. 2 Wail, O cypress, for the cedar has fallen, 

Because the glorious trees have been destroyed; Wail, O oaks of Bashan, For the impenetrable forest has come 

down. 3 There is a sound of the shepherds' wail, For their glory is ruined; There is a sound of the young lions' roar, 

For the pride of the Jordan is ruined. 4 Thus says the LORD my God, "Pasture the flock doomed to slaughter. 5 

"Those who buy them slay them and go unpunished, and each of those who sell them says, 'Blessed be the LORD, for 

I have become rich!' And their own shepherds have no pity on them. 6 "For I will no longer have pity on the 

inhabitants of the land," declares the LORD; "but behold, I will cause the men to fall, each into another's power and 

into the power of his king; and they will strike the land, and I will not deliver them from their power." 7 So I pastured 

the flock doomed to slaughter, hence the afflicted of the flock. And I took for myself two staffs: the one I called 

Favor and the other I called Union; so I pastured the flock. 8 Then I annihilated the three shepherds in one month, 



for my soul was impatient with them, and their soul also was weary of me. 9 Then I said, "I will not pasture you. 

What is to die, let it die, and what is to be annihilated, let it be annihilated; and let those who are left eat one 

another's flesh." 10 I took my staff Favor and cut it in pieces, to break my covenant which I had made with all the 

peoples. 11 So it was broken on that day, and thus the afflicted of the flock who were watching me realized that it 

was the word of the LORD. 12 I said to them, "If it is good in your sight, give me my wages; but if not, never mind!" 

So they weighed out thirty shekels of silver as my wages. 13 Then the LORD said to me, "Throw it to the potter, that 

magnificent price at which I was valued by them." So I took the thirty shekels of silver and threw them to the potter 

in the house of the LORD. 14 Then I cut in pieces my second staff Union, to break the brotherhood between Judah 

and Israel. 15 The LORD said to me, "Take again for yourself the equipment of a foolish shepherd. 16 "For behold, I 

am going to raise up a shepherd in the land who will not care for the perishing, seek the scattered, heal the broken, 

or sustain the one standing, but will devour the flesh of the fat sheep and tear off their hoofs. 17 "Woe to the 

worthless shepherd Who leaves the flock! A sword will be on his arm And on his right eye! His arm will be totally 

withered And his right eye will be blind." (NASB) 

• The Messiah will be rejected and sold for 30 pieces of silver (cf. Matt 26:14-16; 27:3-10) 

• The Messiah is the good shepherd (cf. John 10:11-18) 

 

Zechariah 12:10 

""I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so 

that they will look on Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son, and 

they will weep bitterly over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn" (NASB) 

• The Messiah will be rejected and die by violent piercing (John 19:31-37) 

• The Messiah will be Yahweh (the God-Man) 

 

Zechariah 13:7 

""Awake, O sword, against My Shepherd, And against the man, My Associate," Declares the LORD of hosts. "Strike 

the Shepherd that the sheep may be scattered; And I will turn My hand against the little ones."  (NASB) 

• The Messiah will be struck and the sheep scattered (Matt 26:31-32); could reference the dispersion of Jews 

• The Messiah will be God’s “associate” or equal (the God-Man)
