B. The response in our thinking should be seeking GREALM
(Matt 6:33; 6:10; 2 Tim 3:16; John 6:63; 1 Cor 2:13-14; 2 Cor 10:4-5)

Going God wants you to abandon the wisdom of this world
Deeper and to seek Hiswill, wisdom, and thoughts through the Word!

POINT 2- To live the heavenly life we must adjust our ACTIONS

A. The truth in our actions is rooted in the fact thar old person DIED
(Romans 6:6; Ephesians 4:22; Galatians 5:24)
97% God forgives; 96% loving; 37% God judges; 19% punishes
B. The response in our actions should be evidenceesbySINNING
(Rom 5:18; Eph 5:6; John 3:36; James 3:9; Rom 6:1-3; Rev 21:8-9)

Deeper efforts and living a life of righteousness by the Spirit.
