C. Provision- Mankind no longer vegetarian, dread ohals, no eating of blood, death penalty for murder

ABRAHAMIC Covenant UNCONDITIONAL- Still in Force

DAVIDIC Covenant UNCONDITIONAL- Still in Force

A. Participants- God, David, Solomon,

B. Provisions- Eternal Royal Dynasty culminatinghe Messiah as King

C. 2 Samuel 7:11-17; 1 Chronicles 17:10-15

MOSAIC Covenant CONDITIONAL- Broken (see Jeremiah 31:32)

A. Participants- God, Israel only (Ex 19:3-6; Deut 4:781R7:19-20; Mal 4:4)

B. Token- Sabbath law (Ex 31:16-17)

C. Provisions- 613 Laws meant to bring Israel blgssor cursings (Deut 28). Was given because of sin (Gal
3:19) until Messiah would come. Was not meant to be pesmtigHeb 7:11-18; 8:1-13; Eph 2:11-18; 2 Cor 3:2-

D. Exodus 20:1- Deuteronomy 34

NEW Covenant UNCONDITIONAL- Still in Force
